POSH ADD ON COURSE REPORT

The POSH Act refers to the "Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention,
Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013" in India. It is a legal framework aimed at preventing
and addressing instances of sexual harassment against women in the workplace. The Act
requires employers to create a safe working environment, implement policies against sexual
harassment, provide awareness programs, and establish grievance redressal mechanisms for
complaints. It lays down guidelines for the handling of complaints and the conduct of
